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According to the hospital-based cancer registry
of National Cancer Center Hospital, the 5-year
survival rates of major sites have shown steady
improvement since 1962. The factors contributing
to this improvement are early detection by mass
screening, application of best suitable treatment
regimens according to the clinical stage of pa-
tients, and development of new treatment meth-
ods.

The survival curves for earlier clinical stages of
lung, stomach, colon and breast cancers show bet-
ter survival than advanced stages, indicating the
importance of early detection for these cancers.
