Age-adjusted rates of cancer mortality (all ages) for male in-

creased until late 1980’s, reached a peak in middle 1990’s, and
has been decreasing since late 1990’s. For females, age-adjusted
cancer mortality has been decreasing since late 1960’s. For both
sexes, age-adjusted cancer mortality remained at the same level
from 1960’s to early 1990’s and has been decreasing since late
1990’s.

When restricted to age groups under 75, the decreasing trend
in age-adjusted cancer mortality was clearer for both males and
females, as compared with the case including all-age. For males,
age-adjusted cancer mortality under age 75 has been continu-
ously decreasing since late 1960, and the decreasing trend
became clearer after the late 1990’s. Decreasing trends in age-
adjusted cancer mortality under age 75 has been consistent since
1960’s for females, and since late 1960’s for both sexes.

Among major cancer sites, only breast showed an increasing
trend in age-adjusted mortality rate recently. The cancer sites with
recently decreasing trend in age-adjusted mortality rate for both
sexes were stomach, colon, liver, and lung. Among them stomach
showed a clear contiguous decrease from 1960’s, the decrease in
colon and liver was clearer for males than for females, and the
decrease in lung was slow for both sexes. For females, a decreasing
trend was seen in rectum and uterus, but the decrease in uterus
has been slowing down since middle 1990’s. For other cancer sites,
there was no clear recent increasing trend, and gallbladder, leuke-
mia, and malignant lymphoma showed a clear decreasing trend.
