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.I 7 Trends in Age-adjusted Mortality and Incidence Rate
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$Age-adjusted incidence rate has been recently leveling off and age-adjusted mortality recently decreased, for

all cancers with or without stomach cancer.
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Age-adjusted cancer incidence rate for both sexes increased
from 1975 to the early 1990’s and has been leveling off since
the late 1990’s, with or without stomach cancer. Age-adjusted
mortality rate for both sexes was stable from the late 1950’s to
the early 1990’s, and has been decreasing since the late 1990’s.
When stomach cancer was excluded, age-adjusted mortality rate
increased until the early 1990’s and has been slowly decreasing
thereafter.

Age-adjusted incidence rate under age 75 for both sexes ex-
hibited a similar trend to age-adjusted incidence rate for all ages.
Age-adjusted mortality rate under age 75 has been continuously
decreasing since the late 1950’s. However, when stomach cancer
was excluded, age-adjusted cancer mortality increased until the
early 1990’s and has been slowly decreasing thereafter, similar to
the pattern for all -ages.
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
